If used in new construction after
January 1, 1996 or in a mobile home, recreational vehicle or if local codes do not permit grounding
through the neutral white lead, attach the appliance grounding lead (green or copper) to the residence
grounding conductor (green or bare copper) in accordance with local codes. When connecting to a 3
conductor branch circuit, if local codes permit, connect the bare ground connector lead of the cooktop to
the branch circuit neutral (gray or white in color).

Turn on the power to the cooktop. (Refer to your Owner’s Manual.) Verify that all surface units
operate properly.

Check that the circuit breaker is not tripped nor the house fuse blown.
Check that conduit is securely connected to the junction box.
See Owner’s Manual for troubleshooting list.

NOTE TO ELECTRICIAN:

The power leads supplied with this appliance are UL recognized for connections to larger gauge
household wiring. The insulation of these leads is rated at temperatures much higher than the
temperature rating of household wiring. The current carrying capacity of a conductor is governed
by the wire gauge and also the temperature rating of the insulation around the wire.
